Non-Objective Visual Communication Project Options

Option 1: Create a composition that visually communicates one emotion of your choice.

The process:

1. Make a list of 15 emotions you experience.

2. Choose ONE emotion that is part of your life.

3. Fill out the brainstorming sheet to communicate your emotion with each element of art.

4. Experiment with different materials by making mini compositions in your sketchbook.

5. Begin your large final work.

Option 2:  Create a composition that visually communicates a song.

The process:

1. Make a list of 10 powerful songs that you connect with.

2. Choose ONE song that moves you, makes you feel, and that you identify with.  You must bring this song to class on a portable music device so you can listen to it with headphones while working.

3. Fill out the brainstorming sheet to visually translate what you hear, to what you see.

4. Experiment with different materials by making mini compositions in your sketchbook.

5. Begin your large final work.

Rules of the game:

· It must be non-objective (no object)

· You must use all 7 Elements of Art

· It must have a center of interest (part that grabs your attention by size, details, color, lines of movement)

· You must use at least 3 different materials

· Your work must be 2 feet x 2 feet or larger

Materials Available:

· Watercolor

· Tempera

· Crayons

· Oil pastels

· Colored pencil

· Markers

· Anything else you bring!
